Table 3: Guidelines for Marking Publications/Patents from the Thesis
· Only accepted or published outputs are eligible (acceptance letter required).
· Full marks apply when the applicant is first author/primary patent holder; otherwise, marks are proportionally distributed.
· All outputs must clearly acknowledge PGIA affiliation and linkage to the PhD research.

Paper in a peer reviewed indexed journal (Science Citation Index ExpandedTM (Web of Science), Social Sciences Citation Index (Web of Science), Arts and Humanities Citation Index (Web of Science), SCOPUS, Emerald Insight, Cabell’s International): 20 marks/paper – No limit (100% for Q1 Journals, 90% for Q2 journals, 80% for Q3 journals, and 70% for Q4 journals)

Patents: Patents international should have the patent certification and the number: 20 marks/patent – No limit; Patents national should have the patent certification and the number: 18 marks/patent – No limit

Paper in a peer reviewed non-indexed journal with at least two volumes published per year: 10 marks/paper – No limit

Paper in a peer reviewed non-indexed journal with less than two volumes published per year 6 marks/paper – No limit

Full paper (peer reviewed) in conference proceedings: 4 marks per paper (maximum of 20 marks)

Abstract (oral/poster) – with evidence for presentation: 2 marks per abstract (maximum of 10 marks). Abstract with the copy of the cover page of proceedings to be produced.

Citations of publication: 2.5 marks per citation excluding self-citation (maximum of 20 marks).

Best oral presentation awards/poster awards: Copy of the certificate is required.

Other awards: A copy of the certificate is required.

Office bearers of societies: A letter from the Senior Treasurer of the Society, Deputy Registrar or Director/PGIA is required.
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
